Following is my written summary of notable or significant municipal activities
originating from or coordinated by the Manager’s office for the preceding two weeks. | provide
this in lieu of a verbal report at the Council meeting, but will certainly address any questions you
may have during the meeting.

COVID UPDATE:

Reported COVID cases in the State are beginning to show a downward trend, although
Washington County appears to have had an upward blip in the last week or so. The City masking
protocol remains in place and unchanged. We continue to follow the current CDC
exposure/quarantine protocol:

You do not need to quarantine if you are fully vaccinated and do not have symptoms of
COVID. Should you wish to get tested but you do not exhibit symptoms, you do not
need to quarantine after the test

| anticipate we will adhere to the above masking /quarantine protocols until further guidance is
issue by the CDC or the VDOH.

Pfizer Booster shots are now available for those over 65 and who have received their 2" shot at
least 6 months ago. Also... those over 18 meeting certain eligibility requirements can receive a
booster as well. While appointments are encouraged, | have found that many pharmacies are
accepting walk-ins with your CDC vaccination card.

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OPERATIONAL ITEMS:

VLCT Town Fair__I attended the VLCT and related in-person Annual Meetings on Wednesday
September 29", and along with a number of Department Heads, attended selected virtual
Training/Informational sessions last week. Daily sessions were scheduled around ARPA,
Diversity and Equity, Infrastructure, Human resources, and Cyber Security.

PERSONNEL

Assessor: It is with great disappointment that | received an email Friday morning for our newly
“hired” Assessor notified me that he will be unable to report to work this Tuesday as scheduled
due to injuries received recently in an auto accident. This is extremely frustrating since as late as
Wednesday of this past week we received email confirming he was “looking forward” to
coming. His Friday communication indicates his recovery period may be 3 to 6 months. | have
reached out by phone to follow-up his email, but we have not connected yet. Absent any
clarification of his latest communication, | feel we have no choice but to re-open the Assessor
search immediately. | will be conferring with Janet Shatney and Rikk Taft as soon as possible
this week.

Police Chief Recruitment Update: The solicitation period for Police Chief applicants ends this
Wednesday, October 13". | understand from Rikk Taft we have received 11 applications so far.
The Selection Advisory Committee has been finalized, and | will be coordinating with Rikk Taft
and reach out to initiate the resume screening/interview short-listing process in the next two
weeks.

PROJECTS:

WWTF Bio-solids Project Update: This project remains on schedule. The dual fired boiler was
installed in the spring (a prior contact). We are expecting completion of Part 1(installation of the
Digester Gas Flare System) of the current contract in late October. The concrete control and flare
bases have been poured. The 4-inch stainless methane line has been installed. The Digester #2
cover was removed the 3" week of November. As contractor’s often do, Penta utilized a pretty
savvy technique to remove the cover, saving a lot of demolition and clean-up time in the process.
(See attached photo). We expect delivery of the new cover by the end of the year, but the
installation (Part 2) may likely wait until more suitable weather in the spring (as scheduled).

DPW Campus & CVSWMD Site Searches: DPW Director Bill Ahearn and staff are
continuing preliminary screening of potential DPW campus sites. In addition, at the request of
Lisa Liotta, CVSWMD General Manager, we have scheduled a meeting on October 21% to
continue to explore potential opportunities for co-location of both facilities. Also joining us for
that meeting will be Brenna Toman, CVSWMD Operations Manager / Assistant General
Manager.

GRANTS:

Quarry Street Intersection Reconstruction Project._You will recall | previously reported out
on the estimated local (share) costs for this project and that it has been designated for Earmark
Funding in the forthcoming infrastructure bill pursuant to a request sponsored by Congressman
Welch. This earmark will be of significant benefit (when realized) to the State (VTrans).
However, the financial benefit to the City remains unclear. We have reached out in the last two
weeks to the VTrans Project Manager to ty to clarify/confirm what, if any, financial benefit that
earmark will have for the City. VTrans referred us to Congressman Welch’s Office (Rebecca
Ellis), who advises she will check with the Congressman’s DC legislative staff to see if they can
get an answer to our question. However, as “there are a lot of balls in the air in Washington, DC
right now”, it is unclear as to when this will be clarified.

The Regular Meeting of the Barre City Council was called to order in person and via video platform by
Mayor Lucas Herring at 7:00 PM at Barre City Hall. In attendance were: From Ward I, Councilors Emel

Steve Mackenzie, Police Chief Tim Bombardier, Deputy Police Chief Larry Eastman, Fire Chief Doug
Brent, Deputy Fire Chief Joe Aldsworth, Planning Director Janet Shatney, Finance Director Dawn
Monahan, Public Works Director Bill Ahearn, Human Resources Director Rikk Taft, and Clerk/Treasurer
Carol Dawes.

Clerk/Treasurer Dawes reported on the following:

Liquor Control — Council approved an outside consumption permit application from The Quarry for this
Friday and Saturday as part of the Fall Festival on motion of Councilor Waszazak, seconded by Councilor
Hemmerick. Motion carried, with Councilor Boutin abstaining.

City Manager’s Report - Manager Mackenzie said there was nothing to add to his written report.
Councilors thanked Buildings and Community Services Assistant Director Stephanie Quaranta for her
thorough report on the municipal swimming pool season following the recent refurbishment.

Visitors and Communications —- NONE
Old Business —

A) Discussion and/or Acceptance of BOLA Policy.
Police Chief Bombardier said they used existing policies from other police departments as templates, and
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noted the draft policy received unanimous approval from the Police Advisory Committee. Councilors
agreed the policy should be formatted as a police department administrative policy, and doesn’t need
Council approval.

New Business —

B) Vermont Affordable Housing Coalition.

Justin Srsic said he is an Americorps Vista volunteer with the Coalition. He reviewed statistics around
the burden of housing and utilities costs, and low availability of housing stock. Mr. Srsic said the
Coalition is engaged in statewide advocacy, and has set up the #Housed802 initiative to host monthly
meetings to develop advocacy and access to services. There was discussion on transportation to and from
evening meetings, working with groups not usually engaged in housing issues, and referring people to
service providers.

A) Neighborhood Revitalization Program.

Central Vermont Habitat for Humanity executive director Zach Watson said the organization focuses on
lack of affordable housing in Washington and Orange Counties. They are currently rehabilitating the
property at 11 Highland Avenue, and invited the Councilor to volunteer for a work day on October 23™.
Mr. Watson said they are working to identify neighborhoods for rehabilitation throughout the City, and
are hoping to begin a pilot program whereby the City donates property to HFH for construction of new
affordable homes. There was discussion on funding sources, financial qualifications for potential new
homeowners, the “benefits cliff” for those who don’t qualify due to slightly higher household incomes,
and identifying properties that might meet the requirements for the proposed pilot program.

C) Additional Affordable Housing Coalition Update.

Barre City Planning Commissioner David Sichel said the commission has started discussions on housing
issues in the City, and has drafted a white paper to share with the Council. Commissioner Amanda
Gustin reviewed the white paper and noted it is meant to provide direction by tying together potential
sources of funding, interested parties, and directives from the municipal plan. The white paper includes
housing sales data from the last three years, potential zoning changes to remove barriers to development,
and creation of a revolving loan fund.

Landlord Samantha Davis-Hiscock asked that landlords be included in the discussions and planning. Ms.
Davis-Hiscock said taxes are very high and it’s difficult to find funding for making improvements to
rental properties. There was discussion on use of American Rescue Plan (ARPA) funds as forgivable
grants; changes to zoning, density, and parking requirements; and changes to setbacks and minimum lot
sizes.

D) Locker Searches & Inspection Policy.

Human Resources Director Rikk Taft said the reference to “reasonable suspicion” needs to be changed to
“probable cause” to meet restrictions associated with getting search warrants. It was suggested an
attorney review the draft with an eye towards making sure the language is in compliance with recent
changes in employment laws. The draft will come back to Council for consideration after legal review.

E) Department Head Update and FY23 Budget Preview/Review.

Fire Chief Doug Brent reviewed department activities in FY21, including calls for service, ambulance
revenues, mass vaccination centers, and confined space rescue training. The Chief noted the FY21 budget
was underspent, and the draft FY23 budget shows an increase of 2.2%. There was discussion on
overtime, increased fuel costs, and cycling out gas vehicles for electric as they are replaced in accordance
with the equipment replacement plan.

F) Preliminary Informational Review of the Twin Cities EMS Televate Report Assessment.
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Manager Mackenzie said the Central Vermont Public Safety Authority recently completed a
communications assessment, which will be presented at a joint Barre City/Montpelier City Councils
meeting on October 19", The Twin Cities team, consisting of Barre City/Montpelier police leadership,
fire leadership and city managers, has been meeting to discuss communications needs, which mirror those
included in the Televate report. There was discussion on needs for replacement dispatch consoles, radios,
and towers within our municipalities. Chief Brent said the most immediate needs are the radio and
console replacements. There will be more discussion at the joint meeting on October 19",

Round Table —
Councilors thanked those who participated in this evening’s enlightening discussions on affordable
housing.

Councilor Hemmerick quoted the most recent Vermont statistics surrounding COVID and encouraged
people to get vaccinated.

Councilor Waszazak encouraged people to attend tomorrow’s All In For Barre forum at the auditorium;
part of the Community Visit program.

Mayor Herring made the following announcements:

The Fall Festival is throughout the City this weekend.

VT League of Cities and Towns annual town fair is next week.

There is no City Council meeting next week.

The bulk trash drop-off event last Saturday was highly successful.

People have been thanking the Department of Public Works for trimming around intersections to

provide better line of sight.

e There have been preliminary conversations with Barre Area Development Corporation about
serving as the ARPA coordinator on behalf of the City.

I am forwarding this update to keep you apprised of the status/direction for resolution/repair of the BOR roof leak.
The attached memo from Jeff Bergeron summarizes the solicitation process for this NTE $31,000 expense.

As this is an unplanned/unbudgeted expense, | propose to comfortably fund this out of the (unaudited) FY21 fund
Balance, estimated at this time by Dawn in the range of $500,000+/-

We characterize this as an "emergency" due to the necessity to effect the repair before starting to lay in ice, at which
time the floor is off limits for construction purposes.

As this is estimated to be a 3-4-week project, and we have only 5 weeks before the planned start-up of the BOR on
November 1%, timing is critical

Jeff normally plans on a 2-week start-up period prior to November first to lay in the ice.

A 2 week lay-in period would require up to 6 weeks lead time.

However, Jeff is comfortable by doubling up shifts, he can make the planned November 1% opening. (i.e. 5 weeks)
Starting on time will protect the estimated $124,000 in revenue budgeted for BOR use this season.

As this qualifies as a Major Purchase under our Procurement Policy, and trusting you support the necessity and
judgement of this staff decision, | will

Place this on the 10/12 Consent Agenda for Ratification by Council.

BOR Roofing Repair Summary

Steve,
Here is a summary of the events outlining the BOR emergency roofing repair timeline.,

On September 10*, I reached out to three contractors that I felt would be qualified, and
hopefully available, to perform the roofing repair in the BOR. I solicited site visits with Connor
Contracting, E.F. Wall & Associates and Lajeunesse Construction. I received responses the same
day from Wall and Lajeunesse stating that they would be “interested” and would get back to me
with dates for a site visit. On Monday the 13" I received notice from Connor stating that they
were “too busy to even look at the project” so they had to unfortunately drop out.

On Tuesday the14™ I met with Michael Lajeunesse at the BOR and he informed me that he
would be able to work this into his schedule as they were working on a project in Barre. E.F,
Wall did not respond after the first contact and later dropped out. As we were now down to one
contractor, and they were able to move quickly to meet our schedule, I gave Lajeunesse the
approval to move forward. They mobilized on Friday the 24th and began the repairs on Monday
the 27™. The price quoted was $31,000.00, (not to exceed) which was within the range I expected
due to the size and complexity of the repair. We are still planning on a November 1 opening date,
as the repair should be a three — four week job.

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I 'am a US citizen but I was born and raised in Kazakhstan, a country in Central Asia that has
suffered a few centuries of colonization by Russia and then Soviet Union, and lost over a quarter
of its people to a genocide in the early 20™ century. I was born to parents from different racial,

Normal Dailey /Weekly Job Tasks/Responsibilities

A lot of the duties are seasonal with planning generally done the season prior.

Setting up programs, special events and carrying them through from start to finish. This
includes planning, advertising, setting up/tearing down, finding volunteers, coordinating
the use of the facility or area, obtaining supplies, etc. There are many steps and without
admin or other support, the responsibilities are there from start to finish. Once a
program or event is set up, there is creating flyers, updating social media, answering
calls, and questions by email, walk-ins and telephone. Independent Contractor forms,
W9 forms all needed. There is a lot of handwork, as we do not currently have software
to assist.

If programs have fees, coding and going to City Hall with deposits

Creating the B.O.R. ice schedule. Everyday contact with renters updating schedules,
making changes, looking at additions, etc. A lot of networking with the Athletic
Directors from the high schools on games, etc. At the end of the month, creating the
MARs for the ice sold for the month. Hiring, overseeing Skate Guards/Cashiers for
public skating. Running the money- box to and from City Hall, scheduling, completing
time cards, addressing concerns, etc. Not limited to having come in and serve as a
Cashier or Skateguard when there is no one for that session.

Accepting a call inquiring about renting Alumni Hall / B.O.R. / AUD for a special event.
This takes time talking about our facility then into fees, liability coverage, capacity,
parking and setting up a tour. Rental agreements are completed and sent out in 2’s for
signatures. There is a lot of scheduling and coordinating rooms. In 2022 we expect that
many of our shows and events will be returning. Discussing set ups and then passing
that information along, etc. Jeff and | coordinate well on shows if one is not available
the other takes the call. Tours are done by both of us, depending on who is available.
Once a show is here you are up and down as someone is coming in with tables or
curtains or a Vendor or someone needs electricity, WI-FI and various other questions
typical to any rental. In the end, MAR’s are created to invoice for their event.

The pool-advertising and hiring Lifeguards, ordering supplies, setting up the bathhouse,
creating log sheets for attendance, first aid, season passes, program the cash register,
coordinate with the food program, create a summer swim program, create a flyer, social
media and then the operations — overseeing- training, certifications, Red Cross
compliance, networking with the public, addressing concerns, personnel management,
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making sure the cash register balances. Running the money-box from the PD to Clty?-lall

daily, making deposits for programs — all the admin and reporting for the summer pool.
This also includes Lifeguarding when we are short or crowded and teaching lessons as |
am WSI certified. Scheduling the Rotary Park picnic shelters. Taking the call, recording
the information, sending out reservation letters, etc. Open 7 days a week so weekend
calls are the norm for the pool and public skating.

Camps, coordinating dates, times, ages, fees, supplies. Once set up like with a single
program there is the physical set up of the space, creating rosters, bringing deposits to
City Hall, facility coordination, clean up. Checking on requirements needed for
payment, social media, etc. Lots of emails and telephone calls and social media
requests for information that must be handled. This can take a lot of time, especially
during the summer.

Programs like Open Gym when there is no school. There must be an adult supervising
the gym and the only way we can hold it is if | am there to supervise. On occasion, there
may be a dependable volunteer but generally, there is not.

Cemetery: Calls from the funeral home and citizens inquiring about who is in a
particular grave or are there open spaces on their plot to can a burial be held on a
particular day. Jeff handles lot sales and | am more on the assisting with looking up
plots and questions of that nature.

In order to keep you informed of the Department activities of the office, I'm forwarding this
report of activities of the City staff for the previous Friday - Thursday. If there are any
additional questions please do not hesitate to ask.

1. CLERK/TREASURER’S OFFICE:

To date 68 people have applied through the VT COVID Arrearage Assistance Program
(VCAAP 2), for assistance in paying delinquent water/sewer bills. The City has received
just under $30,000 in payments to date, and there’s an additional $15,000+ that’s been
applied for. Registrations are open until October 25",

The City has posted information on Front Porch Forum and the website about the
mortgage assistance program and the renter assistance program being offered by the state
with COVID relief funds.

Apportionment materials are due from the Legislative Apportionment Board by October
18™ and the BCA will meet on October 27" to begin review. Feedback is due to the
LAB by mid-November.

The TIF fall monitoring visit from VT Economic Progress Council is scheduled for
Wednesday, October 13". These annual visits offer VEPC staff and board members the
opportunity to tour the City’s TIF project areas, and discuss ongoing and future plans.
The visit is in advance of preparing the annual report, which is due to VEPC by mid-
January.

Clerk Dawes will not be at the October 12" Council meeting. She is part of a group of
clerks offering assistance to another clerk who is experiencing medical issues, and will be
overseeing BCA & BOA hearings that evening, offering procedural assistance. The
Clerk will watch the video recording to type up the minutes.
