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APPENDIX I: Funding Eligibility Amounts 

 

The City Council adopted funding tiers to determine the amount of funding applicants will be eligible for under the ARPA 

Community Innovation Fund.  The tiers, and their application, are described below: 

 

 
 

The tiers will be applied as follows: 

 If an applicant requested $6,500 for a project where the Project Total was $6,500, that applicant would be eligible for 

$4,875 ($6,500 total project cost * 75%). 

 If an applicant requested $6,500 for a project where the Project Total was $25,000, that applicant would be eligible for 

$6,500 ($25,000 total project cost * 67% = $16,750 max award). 

 Even if the tiers result in a maximum award greater than what the applicant applied for, the City will only fund up to 

the original amount requested. 

o In the second example above, even though the applicant could have received up to $16,750 based on the 

funding tiers, they are eligible only for the $6,500 they originally requested. 

 

Based on funding tiers approved by the City Council, applicants are eligible for the amounts listed below under the “Max

The Lena Fund was established ca. 2019 by a Barre physician upon his retirement and is managed by the Vermont Community Foundation solely to benefit the Old Labor Hall. Annual distribution of about $2500 is made each February for the Labor Hall.  



The Chet Briggs Memorial Fund was established by the Barre Historical Society in 2014 to benefit the Society on behalf of the Old Labor Hall of which he was president from 2004-2014. A distribution of $2500 from Chet's Fund will be allocated to this project in February 2024,

	Community Impact: From its grand opening in November 1900, the Socialist Labor Party Hall has been a location for community events of all kinds -- many sponsored by the founders of the Hall. From 1936 until the Hall reopened on Labor Day 2000, the building served as a fruit warehouse and later as a tomato packing plant. From the reopening in 2000 to the present, the Barre Historical Society has endeavored to recapture the original purpose of the Labor Hall  -- remaking it as a place for:

Family gatherings to celebrate birthdays, anniversaries and holidays and for memorials.

Local clubs and organizations to use the Hall for meetings and fundraising events.

Labor unions to hold quarterly and annual meetings (one occupies an office in the building) Graduation ceremonies for culinary and alternative high school students.

Dances, craft fairs, rallies and campaign events.

Recently, the Barre Winter Farmers' Market has been held in the Hall each month, and

Soon the revote for the local school system will happen here.

Historically, the founders of the Labor Hall took pride in celebrating International Workers Day on May 1, and we have revived that tradition, although it was interrupted for several years by the pandemic. 

As we complete the restoration of the classroom/library on the top floor, we look forward to more gatherings and increased use by the community. We are committed to maintaining the building as a space for all and pledge to continue making it freely available with modest rental fees and regular improvements as we are able to make them.

This proposal would provide for far better equipment that will be easier to use that anything we have now in the Labor Hall, and will increase seating for large events from 125 to 200!
