DIRECTIONS TO CAPSTONE COMMUNITY ACTION 
Gable Place is located off of Granite Street in Barre City.  From the north, proceed down Route 302 (North Main 
Street).  Take a right onto Granite Street (just before Peoples United Bank).  Gable Place will be on your right, 
approximately 100 yards from the intersection of Granite and North Main Streets.  From the south, proceed down 
Route 302 (North Main Street).  Take a left onto Granite Street (just after Peoples United Bank).  Gable Place will be 
on your right, approximately 100 yards from the intersection of Granite and North Main Streets. 

   If you have been affected by July 19, 2015 flooding event, case 
managers are standing by to assist you.
